How will clients be informed of the FS program?

Clients will be informed of the FS Program in Colusa County at the initial CalWORKSs face to face interview and following
at the Welfare to Work Robust Appraisal face to face interview/appointment. Clients will be reminded of participation in
the FS Program if the county determines that a family is experiencing an identified situation and/or crisis that is
destabilizing the family and would interfere with adult clients' ability to participate in Welfare to Work activities and
services.

How will clients be able to request participation in the FS program?

Client's will be able to request participation in the FS program in Colusa County verbally or by completing a FS
Questionnaire at the initial CalWORKS face to face interview as well as the Welfare to Work Robust Orientation and
Appraisal face to face interview/appointment.

How will the county determine which clients will be selected for the FS program?

Colusa County will determine a client's FS Program eligibility by the data gathered during the Welfare to Work Robust
Orientation and Appraisal face to face interview/appointment. The FS Questionnaire can be completed during this
interview/appointment and/or at any time a family is experiencing an identified situation and/or crisis.
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How will the county notify the clients that are participating in the FS program?

Colusa County will notify clients of their FS Program participation by an FS Program Approval Letter
which will be received either by mail, home visit or face to face scheduled interview/appointment.

How often will county staff contact FS families?

Colusa County will make weekly contact with FS Program clients first by face to face
interview/appointment or phone contact.

How will FS Intensive Case Management differ from general Case Management?

FS Program Intensive Case Management will be assigned to a specialized Case Manager who will
conduct weekly contacts with clients as well as weekly contact with other programs and/or services a
client has been assigned to in the FS Plan. The Case Manager will be assigned a manageable
caseload to allow for intensive case plan services.

What types of partnerships will you develop for your FS Program? (i.e. Community based organizations, non-profits, etc.)

Colusa County currently is in partnership for Welfare to Work services through our local EDD/WIA
WIB. Colusa County will work with our current in-house Mental Health and Substance Abuse
Counselor or services needed as well as ensuring success in any Domestic Violence services.
Colusa County will work with our in-house CPS Unit to ensure FS Program participation for possible
dual clients.

What strategies will you use to link clients with these providers?

Colusa County currently participates in bi-weekly meetings with the local EDD/WIA WIB for new and
on-going Welfare to Work participants. Colusa plans to utilize the bi-weekly meetings to introduce
and seek services for FS Plan Approved clients. CPS and the Mental Health/Substance Abuse
Counselor are located in house. We have a current Referral process in place for these.

What strategies does your CWD have to transition clients to WTW?

Colusa County will engage with FS Plan clients on a weekly basis, ensuring their sucess in the
agreed FS Plan. Specialized Case Manager will work closely with external and internal partners on
following and documenting the FS Plan for the clients. The Specialized Case Manager will conduct a
meeting with the client as well as the partners before the FS Plan is complete so that the client may
transition into the Welfare to Work Plan.

How does the FS program compliment or enhance your current services?

The FS Program compliments Colusa's current Welfare to Work Program by enhancing current
services in place by providing intensive case management with weekly communication through the
FS Plan for successful completion. The FS Plan allows for an individual or family that is experiencing
a identified situation and/or crisis that is destabilizing the family to stop their Welfare to Work 24
Month Clock. This allows for the family and/or individual to work on the crisis to ensure success in
the remainder of the Welfare to Work Program and the Welfare to Work Plan that will follow.

Colusa County will utilize our Transitional Housing complex for FS Plan Approved individuals/families
who meet the Homeless requirements.
