How will clients be informed of the FS program?

Clients will be informed of the Yuba County FS program during the initial Intake Appointment and/or during their
Re-Evaluation Appointments. Yuba County has also developed a FS flyer to inform current customers of the FS Program
and services, this flyer will be mailed and/or handed to our clients.

How will clients be able to request participation in the FS program?

Clients will be able to request FS screening verbally or in writing. The FS informing flyer contains a section at the
bottom which allows the client to submit a written request for an FS evaluation.

How will the county determine which clients will be selected for the FS program?

Yuba County has developed a screening tool specifically for FS that the FS Social Worker will use to conduct an interview
with the client to determine if the family is eligible to receive FS services. Areas covered in the FS screening tool include
Mental Health, Substance Abuse, Domestic Abuse, Homelessness, School Attendance, Child Welfare Services, Medical
needs, and more.
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How will the county notify the clients that are participating in the FS program?

Clients will be notified in person or by telephone through the FS Social Worker if they are eligible to
participate in the FS Program and receive FS services.

How often will county staff contact FS families?

The FS Social Workers will be required to meet with families participating in the FS Program a
minimum of once per week. Home visits initially will be more frequent in the first stages. Contact by
phone/home visits and the use of the transport aide will be incorporated into the contacts in the
later/transition stages.

How will FS Intensive Case Management differ from general Case Management?

FS Social Workers will have smaller case loads, frequent contact with FS families, and the use of
Action/Family Plans.

What types of partnerships will you develop for your FS Program? (i.e. Community based organizations, non-profits, etc.)

Yuba County will develop partnerships with non-profits organizations, community based
organizations, school districts and local schools for the FS Program.

What strategies will you use to link clients with these providers?

Yuba County will use referrals to coordinate services with outside agencies, transportation to these
providers, as well as incorporate the providers in the family's FS Plan to include; Family Team
Conferences (FTC), information and education. The FTC is modeled on a similar program in Child
Welfare Services in which one or more members of the assistance unit meets with the CalWORKs
social worker, and other professionals working with the family: Child Welfare Services worker,

What strategies does your CWD have to transition clients to WTW?

Yuba County will transition participants to WTW by applying the FS Plan, utilizing outside agencies
and barrier removal. There will be 3 stages to the FS Program. Stage 1 - will be the development
and implementation of the FS plan. Stage 2 - will be the family's successful participation in the FS
plan. Stage 3 - will be the transition stage where the FS Social Worker will work together with the
ongoing WTW Social Worker to transition the participant(s) back to WTW patrticipation.

How does the FS program compliment or enhance your current services?

The FS program complements/enhances the current services with more involvement, increased
ability to work with the whole family, not just the participant. Wrap Around (holistic) Services can be
family centered to stabilize the family as a whole. Also each FS Stage will include a Family Team
Conference to determine the family's progress in FS.

Each FS Stage(1, 2 & 3) will include a Family Team Conference to help ascertain the family's
progress in the Family Stabilization Program. Sanctioned and non compliant individuals will be
identified, notified of the FS program and assessed upon request by the FS Social Worker.
